6. Nature of contract

Lump-sum
7. Description of the contract
       “St. Archangel Mihail” church is declared as an artistic monument of culture with  a category  “National importance” (State Gazette 19/2009 ) and   in general it possesses a status of immovable cultural value with  a category  “National importance”  according to the Bulgarian Low  on Cultural Heritage. The works envisaged under the present contract are on the basis of works design for the site “Restoration, Conservation and Exposure of St.Archangel Michail Church” and comprises only the medieval part of the site.
     The construction defines the framework for the performed basic types of construction works and   conservation and restoration works on the building structure and artistic values through the application of the following main activities: 
· dismantling the existing compromised roof including the dome with the appropriate measures for the Protection structure

· strengthening of the supporting structure of the freestanding columns and walls including the concrete belt and its shaping

· construction of a new comprehensive roofing with glazed through window openings dome

· conservation and restoration of frescoes at the expert level

· conservation and restoration of the walls in the exterior and interior depending on the period of construction under the supervision and based on samples jointing, plastering, painting, etc.

· replacement of windows in the existing openings and shaping of windows including openable part of the new hole in an existing thin wall on the south wall of independent access to the exposed part of the church

· replacement and installation of new electricity including decorative lighting for the needs of the exhibition of murals for public

· dismantling and storage of artistic elements (dome cross-tiled roof, etc.) for usage as templates for the production of new equivalents in detail by the designer during the implementation

· building elements from templates taken from the site and detail by the designer during the implementation (cornice with withers, window bars, etc.)

· construction of flooring considering the further enlargement of the same surface and in the revival of the next phase of the overall project

· production of components for exposure - furniture, railings, information boards, etc. in detail by the designer during the implementation and any other provided performing activities in the approved project.

       The type of works and the requirements to their execution are described in the Bill of Quantities and the Technical specifications, integral part of the present dossier.
8. Provisional commencement date of the contract
Up to 20 days after deadline for tenders.
9. Period of implementation of tasks
The period of implementation of the Contract is from the date of contract signature to 30.08.2018. 
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

10. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation is open to all natural persons who are nationals of and legal persons [participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers] which are effectively established in a  Member State of the European Union or in a eligible country or territory  as defined under the Regulation (EU) N°236/2014 establishing common rules and procedures for the implementation of the Union's instruments for external action (CIR) for the applicable Instrument under which the contract is financed (see also heading 17 below). Participation is also open to international organisations. All goods purchased under the Contract must originate from an eligible source country as defined above. However, the goods to be purchased may originate from any country, whenever the total price of the estimated quantity of those goods, as reflected in a separate item of the Breakdown of the Lump-sum Price (Volume 4.2.3) is below 100.000 €. 

11. Subcontracting
Subcontracting is allowed. The upper limit authorised for subcontracting is 50% of the value of the tender.
Subcontractors, suppliers and entities upon whose capacity the tenderer relies for the selection criteria, must be eligible in respect of the rules on nationality and origin for the financing programme detailed in Section 10 above.
12. Grounds for exclusion
Natural persons, companies or undertakings falling into a situation set out in section 2.3.3.1 ('exclusion from participation in procurement procedures') and section 2.3.3.2 ('rejection from a given procedure') of the Practical Guide, are not entitled to participate in this tender procedure or be awarded a contract. Should they do so, their tender will be considered unsuitable or irregular respectively. Tenderers must provide declarations to the effect that they are not in any of the exclusion situations listed in section 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide. The declarations must cover all the members of a joint venture/consortium. Tenderers guilty of making false declarations may also incur financial penalties and exclusion in accordance with section 2.3.4 of the Practical Guide.
Those exclusion situations apply to all members of a joint venture/consortium, all subcontractors and all suppliers to tenderers, as well as to all entities upon whose capacity the tenderer relies for the selection criteria.
13. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender. Tenders for parts of the works will not be considered. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

14. Selection criteria
In order to be eligible for the award of the contract, tenderers must provide evidence that they meet the selection criteria. If a tender is submitted by a consortium, unless specified, the selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole.
If a tender is submitted by a consortium, the tenderer must present in the offer a Contract/Agreement between the participants in the consortium for establishing the consortium. The Contract/Agreement for establishing the consortium must contain a detailed and clear distribution of the activities, performed between the participants in the Consortium.
The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

14.a
Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

14.a.1.The average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years for which acounts have been closed or for the period less than 3 years for which accounts have been closed(depending on the date on which the participant is registered or started activity) must be at least 165 000.00 EUR or 322 707.00 BGN.
The documents with which the economic and financial capacity of the tenderer under point 14a.1. is proved are:

 Balance sheets or extracts from balance sheets or any other equivalent documents, depending on the national legislation of the state of registration of the tenderer, for a period equal to or less than the last three years for which accounts have been closed.

If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 14.a.1. for economic and financial capacity will be applied to the consortium as a whole.
Notes : No tender guarantee is requred under the present tender.

            The Performance guarantee is 5 % fo the value of the contract.
14.b
Technical and professional capacity of candidate:
14.b.1. The tenderer  must have successfully completed at least 1 (one) project with the same nature as the works concerned by the present tender over the last 8 (eight)  years from the submission deadline. 
For projects of similar nature comparable to the works concerned will be accepted works for repair and/or reconstruction and/or restoration and/or conservation of  immovable cultural heritage/ monuments of culture with category "National importance" according to the Bulgarian and/or EU legislation.
The documents with which compliance with the technical and professional capacity under point 14.b.1. is proved is:

· List of the most significant works, accompanied by certificates and/or references for satisfactory execution, issued by the contracting authority or entity who ordered or purchased the works, specifying whether they have been carried out successfully and in a professional manner.
The contracting authority reserves the right to ask for copies of the respective certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned. 
Candidates/tenderers are allowed to refer either to projects completed within the reference period (although started earlier) or to projects not yet completed. In the first case the project will be considered in its whole if proper evidence of performance is provided (statement or certificate from the entity which awarded the contract or proof of final payment for services or final acceptance for supplies and works). In case of projects still on-going only the part which is satisfactorily completed during the reference period (although started earlier) will be taken into consideration. This part will have to be supported by documentary evidence (similarly to projects completed) also detailing its value.

If a candidate/tenderer has implemented the project in a consortium, the percentage that the candidate/tenderer has completed must be clear from the documentary evidence, together with a description of the nature of the services, supplies or works provided if the selection criteria relating to the pertinence of the experience have been used.
If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 14.b.1. for technical and professional capacity will be applied to the consortium as a whole.
14.b.2. Requirements to key experts
The key personnel should consist at least from:

· Site manager-technically qualified person, responsible for technical management of the construction.
Minimum requirements:

Educational qualifications:

 –      Diploma from an accredited higher school  qualified as "Construction engineer", "Engineer" or "Architect” or equivalent
Or 
· Having a secondary education with four years course of study with professional qualification in the fields of “Architecture and Construction” or “Technics” or equivalent.

Professional experience:

 5 (five) years professional experience in construction of buildings and facilities;

Specific experience:
Experience as a site manager in the implementation of 1 (one) project of the same nature as the works concerned by the present tender.
For projects of similar nature to the works concerned will be accepted works  for repair and/or reconstruction and/or restoration and/or conservation of  immovable cultural heritage/ monuments of culture   with category "National importance” according to the Bulgarian and/or EU legislation.

A technically qualified person can be also accepted a foreign person under conditions set out in art.163a, par.3 from the Bulgarian Low on Spatial Planning.

· Manager of conservation and restoration works
Minimum requirements:

Educational qualifications:
 The expert should have Diplomas for master degree in restoration and conservation, valid for EU and a Certificate for registration in the Register of persons entitled to carry out activities on conservation and restoration under Article 165 of the Bulgarian Law of Cultural Heritage or equivalent document.
Professional experience:
3 (three) years professional experience in conservation and restoration works;
  Specific experience

Experience in minimum 1 project including restoration and conservation of frescoes/ fragments of frescoes dated from the period of Middle Ages and Late Middle Ages.
· 2 (two) experts - specialists in conservation and restoration works
Minimum requirements (for each expert)

Educational qualifications:
The experts should have Diplomas for master degree in restoration, valid for EU and a Certificate for registration in the Register of persons entitled to carry out activities on conservation and restoration under Article 165 of the Bulgarian Law of Cultural Heritage or equivalent document.
Professional experience:

3 (three) years professional experience in conservation and restoration works;

 Specific experience

Experience  in minimum 1 project including restoration of objects of wood and painting icons in classical iconography technique.

The information about the proposed key personal should be presented in  the list of the staff proposed for the execution of the contract, with the CVs of key staff (Forms 4.6.1.2 and 4.6.1.3);

CVs should be accompanied with documents proving the education, qualification and experience of the experts.

The key experts can be persons who are not employed under the tenderer. The tenderers  bear sole   responsibility for their commitment during the execution of contract. The commitments between the tenderer and key experts shall be settled between them in compliance of the national legislation.

If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 14.b.2. for technical and professional capacity will be applied to the consortium as a whole.
14.b.3. List of the technical equipment, tools and plant to be employed by the tendrer for performing the works. 
He must have the necessary technical capacity, i.e. machines, equipment, to prove that he  can fulfil the works contract. If the tenderer hasn’t got the necessary equipment he has to declare that he will hire it.
The tenderer should give a description of the technical equipment, tools and plant to be used by the firm for performing the  works contract in compliance with the nature of the works and the technical specifications.
It must carry out at least 50 % of the contract works using its own resources, which means that it must have the equipment, materials, human and financial resources necessary to carry out that percentage of the contract.
If he is the lead member of a joint venture/consortium, he must have the ability to carry out at least 50% of the contract works by his own means.
If he is another partner of a joint venture/consortium (i.e. not the lead member) he must have the ability to carry out at least 10% of the contract works by his own means.
14.b.4. The tenderers must present a declaration (free format) for acknowledgement with the  nature of required works, requirements  for payment under the contract and have sufficient financial resources to implement the contract in accordance with these conditions.
14.b.5. The chosen for contractor must provide proves that it has professional qualifications as a construction entity. According to the Bulgarian Chamber of Builders Law entities executing construction in Bulgarian from 1st to 5th category as per the Bulgarian Territory Structure Act should be registered in the Central Register of Professional Builders. The registration is also obligatory for builders, which are entitled to perform such an activity under the legislation of a Member State of the Union or of another country - party to the Agreement on the European Economic Area or of the Swiss Confederation for registration.. The chosen contractor, before signing the contract must provide evidence that it is registered in the Bulgarian Chamber of Builders for the execution of construction of Ist category as per art. 137, par. 1, point 1, letter M as per the Bulgarian Territory Structure Act and in accordance to  the Rules of Procedure for Recording and Keeping of the Central Register of Professional Builders. At the moment of provision of the tender offer, tenderers are not obliges to prove that they meet this requirement.  
If a tender is submitted by a consortium, the Contract/Agreement for establishing the consortium must contain a detailed and clear distribution of the activities, performed between the participants in the Consortium, from which Contract/Agreement, the Contracting Authority unconditionally, will be able to assess, depending on the obligations imposed on them under the Contract/Agreement for establishing the Consortium, the need for registration by the Low of Bulgarian Construction Chamber of one, several and/or all the participants in the Consortium.

14.b.6. The chosen for  contractor tenderer must provide proves that it has a valid professional risk indemnity  insurance.

If the tenderer is registered in Bulgaria it must  have a professional risk indemnity insurance in accordance with art. 171 of the Territory Structure Act in Bulgaria 

If the tenderer is an entity registered outside of Bulgaria it should provide an equivalent document,  according to the legislation of the country where the entity has its headquarters or operations managed. 
At the moment of provision of the tender offer, tenderers are not obliges to prove that they meet this requirement.  
At the moment of provision of the tender offer, every tenderer must present declaration  (in free format) that in case that he is selected for a contractor he will provide proves for compliance with the requirements under p. 14b.5 and p. 14.b.6.
If a tender is submitted by a consortium the selection criteria of point 14.b.6. for technical and professional capacity will be applied to those members of the consortium, which will execute construction works.
If the candidate/tenderer is unable to provide the evidence requested for some exceptional reason which the contracting authority finds to be justified, it may prove its capacity by any other means which the contracting authority considers appropriate.

If the tenderer submits a self-declaration/statement as documentary proof, the contracting authority reserves the right to ask for further documentary evidence.

If the documentary evidence submitted is not written in one of the official languages of the European Union, a translation into the language of the procedure must be attached. Where the documents are in an official language of the European Union other than the one of the procedure, it is however strongly recommended to provide a translation into the language of the procedure, in order to facilitate the evaluation of the documents.
15. Award criteria

The sole award criterion will be the price: the most economically advantageous tender is the technically compliant tender with the lowest price.
